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Rebuilding Together Tulsa Kicks off 10th Annual Workday Preparation 
Volunteers for Rebuilding Together Tulsa begin preparation for repairs that will take place on thirteen homes throughout Tulsa April 28, 2007 

(For Immediate Release -- Tulsa, Oklahoma) Rebuilding Together Tulsa, a local non-profit organization, will rally more than 400 volunteers to help fix up thirteen neighborhood homes in need of repair. Prep work including electrical repairs, replacing roofs, repairing drywall, removing trash, and much more will happen prior to April 28, 2007 when the 10th Annual Workday will take place. 

Preparation by the volunteer teams has begun and will continue until the 10th Annual Workday. Volunteer team captains organize the repairs and volunteers, meet with the homeowners and they attend two training meetings prior to the workday in April. 

“The tremendous generosity of donors and the work of over 400 dedicated and caring volunteers will bring security and safety to the lives of thirteen low-income homeowners this year,” said Deanna Boston, Rebuilding Together Tulsa Executive Director.  For the 10th Annual Workday, Bank of America has partnered with Rebuilding Together Tulsa as the Title Sponsor. Rebuilding Together Tulsa primarily assists people over age 60 and people living with a disability. Most clients are seniors who have worked hard all of their lives and have been

physically and financially able to perform the upkeep on their homes for most of that time. However, because of age, disability, or death of a spouse, they are now unable to do so and their homes have become unsafe and unattractive, resulting in a deterioration of neighborhoods. 

Rebuilding Together Tulsa solicits house applications through social service agencies and neighborhood associations. The homes are selected following a personal visit by Rebuilding Together Tulsa committee members to determine need and extent of work. All work is done free of charge to the homeowner.
