Repairs or home modifications focus on safety, security and weatherproofing and may include roofs, wheelchair ramps, painting, door locks, windows, electrical, plumbing, windows, carpentry and much more.   


Rebuilding Together Tulsa, organized locally in 1997, relies on local volunteers and corporate sponsors to help refurbish homes in area neighborhoods.  Each year, the Annual Workday takes place on the last Saturday in April. Repairs are also made on a year-round basis.  The Tulsa chapter is a part of the national organization that repairs homes in 480 cities and towns across the nation.  


Rebuilding Together Tulsa assists people aging over 60 and people living with a disability.  Homeowners must meet income requirements and live in Tulsa City Limits.
