What is an Endowment Fund? 

 

An endowment fund is a way to ensure that your gift provides revenue for your desired charitable 

purpose forever.   A gift to an endowment fund is never spent. Instead, it is invested and each year a 

portion of the earnings is made available to be spent for charitable purposes.   Over time, the amount of 

money available will far exceed the valǳŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŘƻƴƻǊΩǎ ƻǊƛƎƛƴŀƭ ƎƛŦǘ ŀƴŘ because the gifts into the fund 

are never spent, the fund will provide support for the charitable cause forever.

The investment risk is currently άconservative.έ  The long-term vision is that, eventually, the interest 

earned will be enough to run the day-to-day operations of Rebuilding Together Tulsa.
